Greeting Brothers and Sisters, 
We are now into the summer months 
and many of our Lodges take summer 
Cont. on pg.

I would like to thank Ken Babb, who 
jumped through a lot of hoops to get 
the Boy Scouts down here and I am 
going to say something to you that I 
hope you will take to heart. No matter 
who you are if you do not spend time 
with the youth of today you have no 
right to complain when they take over 
tomorrow. 

I would like for the group of Ohioans 
to please stand up and be recognized.
